	Syllabus review – Update: R Smith and J Childs
· Approval of final draft and recommendation to NELC

· Launch event Thursday, 17th March 2016

RS reported that at the last joint agreed syllabus conference on 17th September held in Willerby, three local SACREs had agreed to go ahead with costings re the website.  Since that date NEL has also confirmed its agreement.  
For the next ASC meeting on 25th November in Scunthorpe, each SACRE has been asked to bring a suggested guest list for the March 17th launch event.   

JH proposed the guest list as:

· SACRE members, including co-opted and support members
· Representatives from other faith groups, with Christian denominations being invited through Churches Together

· Representatives from Sikh, Hindu, Salvation Army, Methodist + other member groups
· Bishop of Grimsby

· NEL Council officers representing children’s or school’s services – possibly Joanne Hewson or Paul Cordy
· Nominated young people (up to 4) students on RE or RE related courses at GCSE or A level

· Other invitees proposed or nominated by members
Action:  Guest list to be sent to SACRE members for suggestions, with responses to be received by 25th November.
RS stated that it was agreed that each SACRE would ratify its programmes of learning. 
JC stated that, on the recent writing day, the group had looked at Early Years, which is statutory for children in maintained settings, and looked at coverage of assessment statements, which are statutory at the end of each key stage. Little material has been received for KS3 as teachers source their own.
JC to look what needs to be reviewed annually on the website and to look at assessment.  

A further meeting of the regional working group to be held in December to tie it all up, with supplementary  advice for HTs on requests for withdrawing pupils included.  

The introduction, in part would be written by children.  

RS confirmed the need to recommend the syllabus to the council for approval and adoption as a statutory document. Given the timescale of getting documents through council processes, it may be necessary to call an extraordinary meeting of SACRE to progress this in time for its publication in March 2016.
JH had confirmed to East Riding the named contact in NEL and that SACRE would sit with NEL from 1st April 2016.  
JH had sought guidance on the process of getting sign off by the council and suggested that 4 documents be sent for adoption through delegated powers  at the end of December or beginning of January.  The 4 documents to send would be (i) the final version of syllabus (all documents that represent the syllabus), (ii) the Constitution. (iii) the Code of Conduct, and (iv) the Annual Report.  

RS felt that the next steps and timescales would be clearer after next week’s ASC meeting.

SACRE expressed its thanks for JC’s work on the revised syllabus on behalf of the group.
