TRANSFER OF PUPILS FROM INEANT TO JUNIOR SCHOOL - SEPTEMBER 2024

Your child is due to transfer from infant to junior school in September 2024. It is important to apply now for a
place at your child’s associated junior school. Attendance at an infant school does not automatically mean that
you have applied for a place at junior school — you will need to complete and submit an application for their
transfer.

How do | apply?

Parent/carers can make their Transfer from infant to junior school 2024 application online from 7 November
2023 to 15 January 2024 via the North East Lincolnshire Citizen Portal which you can access at:
https://emsonline.nelincs.gov.uk/CitizenPortal LIVE/en

Online applicants through the Citizen Portal must register with a valid email address as this is how they will
receive confirmation of their application submission and notification of their child’s school place allocation on
National Primary Offer Day, 16 April 2024.

If you are unable to apply via the Citizen Portal, you can submit an online e-application form via the School
Admissions website. If you apply via the e-application form you will receive natification of their school place
allocation by letter, issued on 16 April 2024.

Alternatively, you can apply by using a Common Application Form (CAF). The CAF can be downloaded to print
off from our website or a paper copy can be requested from your child’s current infant school or directly from the
School Admissions team.

When do | need to apply?

The application process opens on 7 November 2023 and closes on 15 January 2024. Please note that it is the
parent/carers’ responsibility to ensure that their application has reached the School Admissions team by the
closing date.

What happens if | apply late?

The Citizen Portal will not accept any submissions made after 15 January 2024 so any late applications after
this date will need to be made either online via the e-application form or by Common Application Form (CAF).
Late applicants may not be included in the first round of allocation for National Primary Offer Day (16 April 2024)
so will not find out about their school place until the second (or later) round of allocation.

What if | want to apply for a different primary school than my associated junior school?

This process is to ensure that your child can transition from infant to junior school at the end of their time in Year
2. If you want to apply for any other primary school, you will need to contact the School Admissions team and
request an In-Year transfer application form.

What happens if | change address after | submit my application?
If you/your child changes home address after you make your application you will need to contact the School
Admissions team so that this can be amended. You will need to provide evidence of your new address in one of
the accepted forms below:

e Council Tax Bill at the new address

e Recent utility bill

e Recent child tax credit letter

e Current driving licence

e Solicitors letter of completion (for a house purchase)

e Signed and dated tenancy agreement (for a property rental)

You can email a copy of the relevant document (scan or clear digital photograph) to the School Admissions team
at schooladmissions@nelincs.gov.uk Please include your child’s name and date of birth with any submission so
that it can be attached to the correct school application.

How and when will | receive my child’s school allocation decision?
Applicants who submitted an online application via the Citizen Portal will receive their allocation decision by email
on National Primary Offer Day, 16 April 2024.

Applicants who submitted an e-application form or Common Application Form (CAF) will receive their allocation
decision by Second Class letter to their home address, issued on 16 April 2024.
