CCTV - Privacy Notice

Closed Circuit Television (CCTV) cameras are operated by North East Lincolnshire Council across the borough in public spaces,
on and in our buildings, mounted on some Council vehicles and as well as body cameras worn by officers. Our CCTV captures
images of people going about their business and vehicles.

All areas where CCTV is in use will be clearly signed to comply with data protection legislation. This is to alert people that they
are about to enter an area monitored by CCTV cameras or remind them they are still in an area covered by CCTV. The signs will
also act as an additional deterrent. Officers wearing body worn cameras will have appropriate signage on their clothing.

This Privacy Notice tells you what we use CCTYV for, our lawful basis for doing so and we manage the images we capture.
