MINUTES
The minutes of the Health and Wellbeing Board meeting held on 3rd
December 2019 were agreed as a correct record.
HWBB.20
Local Safeguarding Children’s Board Annual Report

The board received the Local Safeguarding Children’s Board Annual (LSCB) report 2017/18. Mr Proctor, the Independent Chair of the LSCB gave a presentation that explained the priorities of the board and the impact of domestic abuse, neglect and sexual harm across the borough. 

The board thought felt safeguarding training was important and referred to the number of people in the report who had completed courses up to March 2018. Members queried how effective the e-learning packages were, and was there any follow up to check how the training had helped officers carry out their work. 
Ms Willis explained that e-learning training was the basic level requirement and understood that the training was effective through feedback from people who had completed the course. Mr Proctor confirmed he would go back to the LSCB and review how the feedback from the e-learning courses was assessed.


Ms Compton referred to the safeguarding training for adults and in specific relation to the Mental Capacity Act. She highlighted that there was the potential to link the children and adults safeguarding training together especially around the transition from children to adult services. Ms Willis agreed that consistency in transition was key and would refer this back to the LSCB.
A board member queried if ‘operation encompass’ tied in with the trauma informed schools project and felt this data needed to be included in future reports. Ms Willis confirmed it was and agreed there was a real opportunity for this project to make a difference to children and families within North East Lincolnshire.

Ms Kenyon asked if there was any sector within LSCB that as an Independent Chair, he was concerned about their input at the board? Mr Proctor explained the culture was good and relationships across the board were positive.

HWBB.21
Flu Pandemic Plan


The board received the Flu Pandemic plan for North East Lincolnshire. Mr Pintus explained that the plan was a national requirement with a local based group to co-ordinate the plan within North East Lincolnshire and the wider area. The plan outlined how the Council managed and contained any out-break of the flu, the business continuity required and the recovery process after the impact.


Mr Pintus confirmed there was a stockpile of medicine; however, the key was to stop any potential spread of the illness.

HWBB.22
NHS Long Term Plan


The board received a briefing note and presentation on the NHS Long term plan.

Ms Hilder explained that the plan was developed to build on the aspirations from the five year forward view and what the NHS wanted to achieve over the next ten years. The plan looked at the different stages of life and the major health conditions that would have an impact on services. To achieve this the aim was to support people to live and age well. The areas of focus included within the plan was cancer, mental health, urgent and emergency care, primary and community care and secondary care, maternity and prevention.

Ms Hilder confirmed the plan was focused on doing things differently by preventing illness through early diagnosis, tackling health inequalities, backing the workforce, making better use of the data and digital technology. 
Officers were reviewing the current positon against the plan and working towards delivering the long-term plan alongside the place-based plan to ensure the local ambitions were reflected. She confirmed it was a useful guide and would help to direct the work of the CCG, NHS and partners.
The board queried what the impact of the plan would be on the residents of North East Lincolnshire.  Ms Hilder confirmed that it was about prevention, early diagnosis and reducing the number of people unnecessarily accessing NHS services.
Ms Kenyon explained that the ‘prevention is better than cure’ policy paper, set out a clear role for all providers and reiterated that it was everyone’s responsibility. Reforms in the NHS were required to ensure it was sustainable going forward. She confirmed that detailed guidance came out each year and working to together would help towards delivering the long-term plan.

HWBB.23
Clinical Commissioning Group (CCG) Priorities for 2019/20

The board received a presentation on the CCG priorities for 2019/20. Ms Kenyon explained the outline planning timeline for 2019/20 and the areas of focus which were; cancer, mental health, urgent and emergency care, primary and community care, secondary care, maternity and prevention. The plan set out changes and improvements made under three headings which were, strategic developments, system resources and strategic health and care priorities. 
Members queried if there was any mental health support offered for children who were electively home educated due to medical issues. Ms Hilder confirmed that these children were not excluded and could be referred into the system through the Child and Adolescent Mental Health Service.

HWBB.24     URGENT BUSINESS
With permission of the Chair, the board received an update on the Better Care Fund.
Ms Compton confirmed that during quarter three the targets for delayed transfer of care and the reduction in non-elective admissions had not been met. She explained this was due the volume of presentations at hospital, which had increased. Long term there needed to be more work in communities to make them more robust. Ms Compton reassured the board that work was in place to achieve the targets by the end of quarter four.

The Chair referred to other local authority areas who were in the same position confirming it was a nationwide problem.
